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Presentation on the Cultural and Societal Effects on The Three Little Pigs

· The “Three Little Pigs” is a relatively new story dating back only 155 years.  The first known version of the tale in print was written by James Orchard Halliwell in Popular Rhymes and Nursery Tales in 1849.

· The following are the three different versions of the “Three Little Pigs” that I used to show the role that culture and society play in a story. 

· The English version is called “The Story of the Three Little Pigs”.  It was written by Joseph Jacobs and published in his book English Fairy Tales in 1898 only 49yrs after the first version was ever written.  This is one of the best known versions of the tale. 

· The African American version is called “The Story of the Pigs” and was written by Joel Chandler Harris in 1883 only 34 yrs after the first version was printed.  It was published in Nights with Uncle Remus:  Myths and Legends of the Old Plantation and the dialect in this story was normalized by D.L. Ashliman.  

· The Italian version is called “The Three Goslings” and was written by Thomas Frederick Crane and published in his book Italian Popular Tales in 1885 only 36 years after Halliwell’s version.
