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Cinderella: A Folklore Casebook


One of the first major collections of European folktale taken from oral sources was Gianbattista Basile’s II.  Pentamorerone, published in 1634-1636.  Originally titled Lo Cunto de li Cunte, the tale of tales, and consisted of five sets of stories.  This was published in Neapolitan dialect, then was translated in 1742 into Bolognese dialect and than into Italian in 1747.
