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In terms of grammar, I noticed that you used contractions fairly often. For instance, in the statement, “If he wasn’t, you wouldn’t want him to succeed” (Novak 2), wasn’t should be was not and wouldn’t should be would not. Contractions should be avoided in formal writing.

In your first paragraph, I like the quotations from Hynes as a way of defining Zack. However, I think that you could make your thesis statement a little more specific. Maybe when you say, “Zack Morris displays the key characteristics of the trickster character, as seen in folklore from all over the world” (Novak 1), after the word “world” you could add in”, such as’ and fill in your main points that you will be discussing in your paper.


Your last paragraph is good and it does seem to bring closure to the paper, but I think perhaps a conclusion could still be added. I was not required to take ENC 1101, so I am not completely sure, but I thought that conclusions were supposed to restate/sum up the major points of the entire paper.  It seems like you are introducing another point when you say, “Finally, Zack, and other tricksters, often do not break the rules because they are immoral, but because to them it really doesn’t seem that bad” (Novak 2), rather than recapping.

On the whole, I liked your paper. You have good examples that demonstrate how Zack is a trickster and your organization is good as well.
